PART D: APPENDIX
CRITERIA
· This prestigious award is for outstanding achievement in competition; therefore, the nominee must have been a competitor, not an official, in their nominated sport. This does not preclude officials who have achieved as competitors.

· To be eligible the nominee must have obtained national representation at an international level of competition and fulfilled the following criteria:
· Attained outstanding sporting achievement at the highest level.
· Been selected in an Australian team/Individual sport after an extensive selection process relevant to the sport concerned.  
·  Born in the Temora Shire and have spent a substantial period of their childhood/adolescence in the Shire and /or been a resident for a substantial period of time during the period of high achievement.
· Have achieved at open* level in their nominated sport irrespective of their age.
· Have retired from the highest level in their nominated sport for a minimum of 5 years.

· Further to the above: 
· Nominations must be submitted by current financial/honorary members (which include all schools in the Temora Shire) of the Temora and District Sports Council or by the Temora and District Sports Council Executive.
· Nominations must include written statements from the sports ruling body in Australia confirming participation level and achievements.  Photos/paper clippings would assist this process. Substantial background information is required to outline in detail and chronologically the series of achievements and any contributions to their sport. 
· Letters of support from clubs and community members would also be helpful.
*Open Level includes sports people with disabilities who represent Australia in world disabled championship or Paralympics.

JUDGING PROCESS:

· Any nominee who has been found guilty of misconduct through sport disciplinary processes may be disqualified for any award, at the discretion of the judges.

· The judging panel may revoke an award if the nominee is convicted of an offence with a sentence of imprisonment.

· The decision of the judging panel is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.

· Nominators will be notified of the result of their nomination, as soon as practicable after the nomination is considered. If successful, the nominee will also be notified.

JUDGING PANEL COMPOSITION:
· Judging panel will consist of the Temora & District Sports Council President, Secretary, Treasurer, 2 Shire Council Representatives, 1 Temora Shire Citizen, 1 Citizen from the Business Sector (must be sports orientated) = 7-member panel
